 Brick Update: Our facilities manager, Brad Hambelton, has been working 
with Grand Rapids Builders, the Facilities Committee, and the Trustees to 
take out the damaged bricks, find the root causes, reuse the original bricks 
when possible, and rebuild the masonry walls. These walls date to the original 
construction of the church in 1875. We are currently in phase one of three of 
repairs. 
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
